Date and Venue

The 6™ Edition of Jornadas de Taxonomia Botanica will take place from the 31% of
May to the 2™ of June 2003, at the conference room located in the Chiostro del Collegio
San Francesco, in the town of Alghero, (Sassari, Sardinia, Italy).

Alghero is a beautiful tiny city on the Sardinia NW coast, visited by thousands of tourists
during the summer seasons, due to its well preserved historical centre, attractive coasts
and magnificient landscape.

Travel tips

The nearest airport to Alghero (8 km) is Alghero-Fertilia airport (AHO). There are daily
flights from Italy to Sardinia, both from Rome and from Milano to Alghero-Fertilia
airport. Participants can check flight details at http://www.air-one.it , that is the web-site
of the company that provides flights from Italy to Sardinia.

Alghero-Fertilia airport is also directely connected to UK by RyanAir Company
(http://www.ryanair.com), and it is possible to find also flights with other low-cost
Companies.




Please, note that there are at least two other airports in Sardinia (Olbia and Cagliari by
Meridiana Airlines) both at some distance from Alghero (respectively 140 and 240 Km).
Therefore we strongly suggest to land in Alghero-Fertilia airport if you are planning to
travel by plain.

It is possible to arrive in Sardinia also by ferry-boat from Italian mainland (Genova and
Civitavecchia-Rome). The boats travel during the night and take 8-12 hours to arrive in
Sardinia. The main ferry-boat companies are Tirrenia and Grimaldi. The nearest harbour
to Alghero is Porto Torres (Sassari) in the north coast of Sardinia.

Oral presentations and posters presented at the Conference will be peer reviewed by a
scientific committee in order to be published in the botanic journal Bocconea, published
by Fondazione Parlatore, University of Palermo. Instruction for Authors will be
comunicated in a second circular.

Brevi informazioni sulla citta di Alghero

Alghero (Alguer in Catalano), provincia di Sassari, ¢ situata nella costa nord-occidentale
dell’Isola, nell’ampio golfo che va sino a Capo Caccia.

L’economia, tradizionalmente basata sull’agricoltura (cereali e frutteti, ma soprattutto,
oliveti e vigneti), allevamento e pesca, attualmente ¢ rivolta al turismo estivo, grazie
all’aumento della disponibilita alberghiera e della industria di trasformazione dei prodotti
agricoli, sopratutto olio, latte e vino. Un altro aspetto di grande interesse ¢ la lavorazione
artigianale del corallo con numerosi negozi nel centro storico della citta, che possiede
anche un bel porto turistico € un aeroporto a Fertilia.

Tra 1 monumenti piu significativi della citta si segnalano le torri della Polveriera di San
Giacomo (a pianta ottagonale), Sperone, San Giovanni e Porta Terra e I’imponente
sistema di fortificazioni che proteggeva la citta storica, e inoltre la Cattedrale in stile
tardo gotico e la Chiesa di S. Francesco, iniziata all’inizio del XIV secolo e completata in
epoche successive, con un bel chiostro interno, dove si svolgeranno le sessioni del
convegno. La chiesa della Misericordia conserva un pregevole Cristo in legno con le
braccia articolate che data del secolo X VII.

Il centro storico sorge su un promontorio situato nell’estremita sudorientale della
magnifica baia. Fondata dai Genovesi nel secolo XI su una localita abitata dal periodo
neolitico, si segnalano ancora i complessi il sistema di tombe prenuragiche di Anghelu
Ruju e i grandi complessi nuragici. Nota anche nel periodo romano con I’antico nome di
Algarium (si conservano ancora vestigia di ville romane a Porto Conte), era molto nota
anche durante il lungo governo dei Doria. Gli Aragonesi comandati da Pedro IV il
Cerimonioso, la conquistarono ai Genovesi nel 1353 e la fortificarono. Di questo periodo
si conservano le mura e la lingua catalana tra gli abitanti della zona, che ancora parlano
una variante linguistica della stessa. Popolazione circa 40.000 abitanti.

Breve informacion sobre la ciudad de Alguer:

Alguer (en italiano, Alghero), provincia de Sassari, situada en la costa noroccidental de la
isla.

La economia, tradicionalmente basada en la agricultura (hortalizas, cereales, frutales,
vifiedos, olivos y forraje), ganaderia y pesca, gira en la actualidad alrededor del turismo
estival, gracias al aumento de plazas hoteleras, y de la industria (mecanica, de
transformacion de productos agrarios y de elaboracion de derivados de la madera y
lacteos). La realizacion de objetos artesanales a partir del coral es una de las actividades



mas caracteristicas de la ciudad, que posee un puerto deportivo y pesquero, y un
aeropuerto propio (Fertilia).

Entre los monumentos mas significativos de la ciudad destacan las torres de la Polveriera,
San Giacomo (de planta octogonal), Sperone, San Giovanni y Porta a Terra, asi como la
catedral, del gotico tardio, y la iglesia de San Francesco, comenzada en el siglo XIV y
completada en épocas sucesivas. La iglesia de la Misericordia conserva un insolito Cristo
de madera con brazos articulados que data del siglo XVII.

Su centro histérico surge sobre un promontorio situado en el extremo suroriental de la
magnifica rada existente. Edificada por los genoveses en el siglo XI sobre una localidad
habitada desde el periodo neolitico (es la antigua Algarium), se mantuvo durante mucho
tiempo bajo el gobierno de los Doria. Los aragoneses, dirigidos por Pedro IV el
Ceremonioso, la conquistaron a los genoveses en 1353 y la fortificaron. De este periodo
se conservan las murallas y la presencia de la lengua catalana entre los habitantes de la
zona, que todavia hablan un dialecto de la misma. Poblacién: cerca 40.000 habitantes.
